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1. Scientific Relevance
Alignment with the conference scientific themes.
2. Originality and Novelty

The abstract should present new findings, innovative approaches, or original perspec-
tives.

3. Clarity of Objectives

A clear and concise statement of the research question or hypothesis. Objectives must
be specific and well-defined.

4. Methodology

Use of appropriate and clearly described methodology, including study design, sample
details, tools, or analytical approaches.

5. Data Quality and Results

Presentation of concrete, interpretable data. Statistical significance and biological rel-
evance should be evident where applicable.

6. Conclusions

Conclusions must be directly supported by the results and placed in biological or clin-
ical context.



7. Structure and Formatting Requirements

Each abstract must contain the following clearly labeled sections:

Title

o Concise and informative; avoid abbreviations.

o Fontsize: 14 pt, Bold.
Authors and Affiliations

o Full names of all authors and institutional affiliations.

o Include email of corresponding author.

o The presenting author’s name must be underlined.

o Fontsize (authors): 12 pt, Bold

o Font size (affiliations): 11 pt, Italic
Background — Context, significance, and the scientific gap addressed.
Objectives — Specific aim or research question.
Methods — Study design, experimental tools, sample size, and statistical meth-
ods when applicable.
Results — Key findings with quantitative data (e.g., fold-change, p-values,
confidence intervals).
Conclusion — Main message, implications, or future directions.
Keywords — 3-5 keywords for indexing and reviewer assignment.

8. Language and Grammar

Must be written in clear, correct Arabic, with logical flow and no grammar or
spelling errors.

9. Formatting and Length

Word Limit: 250-300 words (excluding title, authors, affiliations, and key-
words).

Language: Arabic.

Font: Standard font such as Arial.

Tables and figures are not permitted inside the abstract text.
